OR AND MEAT PROCESSING PLANTS

REQUEST FOR EXPRESSION OF INTEREST
1. Tanzania has huge opportunities for investment as it is endowed with abundant livestock resources, a favorable climate, political stability and an excellent geographical location in the region, which makes it accessible to potential export markets. Livestock sector is among the lead sectors with a lot of investment opportunities in the country. Investments are amplified through opening up of ranches, processing plants for animal products and feed reflecting an expanding livestock trade. 
2. A state owned ranching company, National Ranching Company (NARCO) under the Ministry of Livestock Development, owns ranches with a total area of 230,384 hectares and a good number of beef cattle. The Company is charged with the responsibility of producing quality beef cattle for the domestic and export markets. 
3. In order to exploit the vast livestock resource and stimulate the industry so that it can substantially contribute to the national economy and reduce poverty amongst livestock farmers, the government has taken initiatives to support public- private partnership in various sectors of the economy including construction, operation and management of abattoirs and meat processing plants in the country.  The Government through NARCO intends to construct, operate and manage the abattoirs and meat processing plants in Arusha, Coast, Mwanza, Mbeya, Mara and Kagera regions.
4. In view of the above, the Government of the United Republic of Tanzania through the Ministry of Livestock Development invites private Investors both national and international to come into a joint venture with NARCO to own 51% and 49% shares capital respectively of the abattoirs and meat processing plants. In this regard the investors will be required construct, operate, and manage the abattoirs/ and or meat processing plants, in designated areas namely Arusha, Coast, Mwanza, Mbeya Mara and Kagera regions. The sites for construction of the new abattoirs/ and or meat processing plant are Themi (Arusha), Kyaka (Kagera), Magu (Mwanza), Bunda (Mara) and Ruvu (Coast). These abattoirs/plants are intended to slaughter an average of 250 -300 per plant for cattle, goats and sheep per day for each category on rotational slaughter basis in an eight hour working shift. A new joint venture company will be formed to manage/operate the abattoirs/ and or meat plants for each of the chosen site/ location thereof.

5. Eligible private investors, national and international, are invited to express their interest in construction, operation and management of abattoirs/ and or meat processing plants by submitting their information to demonstrate their capabilities in meat industry (brochures, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions, availability of appropriate skills and qualifications amongst staff, legal business documents).
6. Investors will be selected in accordance with the procedures set out in the Public Procurement Act No. 21, of 2004 and its Regulations of 2005. In assessing submissions, consideration will be given to the investors who have experience in the meat industry and experience of staff likely to be proposed for the project, the experience of investors on similar projects and capacity to undertake the assignment. A final shortlist of investors to be invited to submit proposals for these projects according to the notice. Only investors with demonstrated experience and excellent capability in the meat industry will be short listed.
7. This is not a request for proposal. Only short listed investors will be invited to submit their proposals through a letter of invitation including specific terms of reference. Interested national/international investors may obtain further information at the Ministerial Tender Board, Ministry of Livestock Development Temeke Veterinary P. O. Box 9152 Dar es Salaam from 07.30 to 15.30 hours local time (Monday to Friday). 
8. The deadline for the submission of expression of interest is 12.00 noon local time on 31st August, 2007. Expression of interest will be opened in public and in the presence of investors/representatives, who choose to attend in the Conference Room of the Ministry of Livestock Development, P. O. Box 9152, Dar es salaam at 12.00 noon local time on Thursday 31st August, 2007. Letters of interest sent by post must be registered.
